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Return numbers

* In July 2022, 12 families, 53 individuals returned to Sinjar center; Tal Qasab, Khana Sur and
villages around Sinjar.

* Families return due to family reunification and seeking for job opportunities.
May 5 clashes update:

* Dahuk authorities reported that 1/04 HH displaced from Sinuni and other parts of Sinjar to
Dahuk. By 17 August authorities reported that 1148 HH had returned to their homes when
the situation stabilized. 556 HH remain in Dahuk.

* DMCR is interviewing the 556 families to confirm, whether the families would like to stay in the
camps or return to the area of origin.
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* Since January 2021 and to Up to 17" of August 2022, DMCR has received 1108 requests from

the families who want to re-admit to Dahuk.

* Out of 1108 families, 963 were interviewed, 839 families received approval to access to Dahuk

and 265 were admitted to Dahuk camps.

* The families who are not approved yet are either in urban, guests within the camp, or still in
Sinjar.

* More HH applied for return to Dahuk following the May incident.
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e Most of the returnees are from Sinuni and Khana Sur for the
following reasons:

* [he security situation was cited as the main reason to return as
shown by the last events in Sinuni, the presence of different
armed groups, and the instability in the region.

* Lack of basic services within the cities of Sinjar and Sinuni

* The lack of livelihood opportunities within the center of Sinjar
and Sinuni.

* Other reasons are related to family reunification and medical
cases.

August 2022
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* Return from Erbil camps remains limited with 53 families, 284 individuals
mainly from Hassansham U2 which was 33 families. VWhile Erbil camps,
namely Debaga and Baharka witnessed few returns.

* The families mainly returned to Baaj, Sinjar, Qaraj, Hamam Alil, East Mosul,
and WWest of Mosul and 6 families to Erbil and Dohuk.

* T[racking return from urban areas remain a challenge since families who
return don't inform authorities, nor MOMD.

* Some challenges faced by IDPs in the EMC include the lack of electricity,
reduced food allocation
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* Majority of the families relocate to areas other than returning to their areas of

origin for the following reasons :
* Families who are from disputed areas and are not able to return at the
current time.
* Families who have security clearance but are worried to return to their
neighborhoods or districts fearing from tribal retaliation
* Pursuing job opportunities, especially for the families in East Mosul camps
who have no source of income or a chance to find job opportunities within
the camps.
* Pursuing job opportunities and safety are considered key factors to relocate
to other governorates within KR-.

e Local committee (local authorities, all security actors and community
representatives of all ethnicities) visited Baghdad twice in Aug 2022 and met
with top political and security bodies. The committee explained that there
are no internal conflicts/ issues and requested tangible solutions on the
ground. Government bodies promised to do internal consultations and
come back with proposed solutions.

* Triggers of return: civil servants/ ISF members moved their workplace to Tel
Afar and returned as required

Returns from Turkey
* In Jul 22, 7 HHs returned from Turkey to Markaz Tel Afar
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* Complicated application process; requires follow up with many government
departments and costly

* Ninewa Court of Appeals was opened recently and started approving files,
which eased the process

* Manvy files arrive to the audit department with mistakes (typos, wrong

names, lack of stamps, etc.) which need to be corrected prior to receiving
money

* In Jul 22, Ninewa was promised 137 B IQD as compensation allocation

* MoF started transferring money already (batches), distribution in Ninewa is
ongoing

 Beneficiaries' selection is decided by MoF (Baghdad)

* Notably, Ninewa Compensation Department received 106 B |QD last year,
hopefully Ninewa to continue receiving high amounts annually so that all
registered beneficiaries be covered in the next few years.
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* InJuland Aug 22, 21 HHs returned to Hawija district
e All movements back came from Markaz Kirkuk
